Parking on Campus

We will have all day parking passes at the Information Table at the conference. The closest visitor parking is the Tivoli Auraria Parking Structure (TAPS). Turn into the campus on 9th Street from Auraria parkway and then turn left at the first possible turn.  If there is no space available in TAPS, you may park in the parking garage across from the King Center instead, it is called the Parking and Transportation Centre (PTC).
